NOTABLE PEOPLE WHO HA VE LIVED IN PARADISE by Art Layton

During one of his summer stays in Paradise, Erle Stanley Gardner had a visitor by the
name of Dr. LeMoyne Snyder. Dr. Snyder was a physician as well as an attorney. But his
reputation was forged in the field of criminology. He had written a textbook on criminology
which was in use in several universities around the country, and he was considered to be
the dean of American criminologists. In many of the murder trials of that era, Dr. Snyder
was called to testify as an expert witness. Of course, his friendship with Gardner was
based upon their shared interest in criminology.

Shyder was on the verge of retirement, - and when he observed the bucolic nature of
Paradise, he decided to retire here. He built a lovely home on Valley View Drive, and
brought his wife and two daughters here to live.

The two men formed an organization which became known as the Court of Last Resort.
If they suspected that a person had been wrongly convicted of a crime, they would review
the court records, and petition for a retrial. In the retrial they represented the accused, pro
bono. In several cases they were successful in securing the release of jail inmates who
had been wrongly convicted.

Dr. Snyder died in Paradise several years ago, but his daughters still reside in the
Chico-Paradise area. To be

The Import ance of Finding New

Rotarians

We, as Rotarians, know what a great
organization Rotary is and it is our job to share
Rotary with others and to promote growth within
our club. Most service clubs around the world
have experienced a steady decline in
membership over the past few years. Due to
the hard work of Rotarians continually recruiting
new members, Rotary has not experienced a
loss in overall membership. It is interesting to
note, that while Rotary has managed to maintain
membership numbers, there has been an actual
decline in membership in North America.

In response to this, Rotary International has
loosed the attendance requirement allowing for
two weeks before or after a meeting in which to
make up a missed meeting. The old rule only
allowed one week on either side of the missed
meeting. Rotarians can make up meetings by
visiting other clubs, attending committee or
Board meetings — there is even a way to make
up meetings online.

Rotary International has also chartered a few
“internet” clubs and is working on clubs where
actual meetings occur once a month rather than
weekly with the members conducting weekly
business via the Internet.

In our club, we have “free” lunch tickets for
members to give to prospects. (See Brian Gray
for more information.) It is good to get
prospective members to attend a couple of
regular meetings before attending an orientation
meeting. This helps to give them an idea of what
the weekly meetings are like and an opportunity
to work them into their schedule, as attendance
is still an important part of being a Rotarian.

Once we induct a member, they have their
“red badge” list. This is a list of tasks to complete
in order to receive their permanent “blue badge”.
This idea of this list is to get the individual
involved and active right off the bat. We know
active Rotarians stay Rotarians.

So, remember to be on the look out for new
members, invite them and give them an
opportunity to share in this great organization —
just as someone else did for you!
