(Note; Our club can obtain liability
insurance free of charge through our District.)

Rotary Bar – Mike Viale and his trusty volun-
teers continue to provide service to other
organizations, the most recent was a concert
at PPAC that has low attendance. Mike asked
we donate the entire proceeds, less than
$100, to PPAC. The Board agreed with this
and will make a determination regarding the
Symphony Fundraiser bar once the numbers
are available. Upcoming events are IN THE
MOOD at PPAC, St. Patrick’s Day Bash to
benefit PPAC and Achieve Charter Schools
spring fundraiser.

International Committee – For clarification,
the Board entered into the minutes, that our
International Committee was established with
the idea the committee would direct where the
international funds are spent without Board
approval. The Club Bylaws allows for indi-
vidual committees to have this ability, so there
is no conflict.

Treasurer’s Report – Scott Stambaugh re-
ported that we made approximately $12,0000
on this year’s Crab Feed.

Membership – Letters of resignation were
accepted, with regret, from Lora Haston and
Richard Manchur. The Board accepted mem-
bership proposals for Mauny Roethler and
Mike Trinca.

All High School Grad Night – As with the
Chocolate Chase, we will help sponsor this
event on May 29 and provide insurance.

Every 15 Minutes – The Board voted to sup-
port this program at Paradise and Ridgeview
High Schools with a $1,000 contribution.

Exchange Club would like us to help sponsor
a Norton Buffalo Concert at PPAC. ¼ of the
proceeds would go to Exchange, Rotary,
PPAC and Center for Tolerance and Non-
Violence. Pending the receipt of more infor-
mation the Board will take further action.

Paradise Adventist Academy Spring Musical
– This show costs about $20,000 to produce.
Rotary will be a $1,000 sponsor of this event.

Paradise Senior Center – A request was
received from Barbara Allen for Rotary to help
in replacing the 400 chairs at the Senior
Center. Total cost $16,000. John Downham
will get more information from Barbara before
a decision is made.

The Board voted to purchase two easy-up
awnings, two tables and a banner to be used
for various events.

NOTABLE PEOPLE WHO

HAVE LIVED IN PARADISE

The list of notable people must include
the name of our town constable, Bob
Easley. During the 1950’s Paradise was
unincorporated, and was therefore de-
pendent on the county for law enforce-
ment. The county allocated one officer,
who was known as Town Constable. But
since there was no crime, Easley had
some difficulty finding ways to keep busy.
So he evolved a system which occupied
him on Saturday night and Sunday morn-
ing.

On Saturday night there might be an
inebriated driver. Easley would pull him
off the road, and demand the car keys.
Then he would load the drunk in his pa-
trol car and drive him home. On Sunday
morning he would deliver the drunk’s car
to him, -return the keys - and that was
the end of the incident. No citations were
issued, no fines were levied, no court
appearances were scheduled. But it was
a simple and effective way of getting the
drunk driver off the road until he sobered
up.

Another career worthy of note, was
that of Jim Dietle, the milk deliveryman.
This was an era in which milk was pack-
aged in glass bottles, and was delivered
to homes to insure freshness. Dietle had
a route of customers whom he serviced
daily. If a customer was not at home.
Dietle would walk in and look in the re-
frigerator. (Of course the front door would
have been left unlocked.) (What purpose
would be served by locking a house if
there was no crime?) Dietle was aware
of the milk consumption pattern of each
household, and he would place in the
refrigerator the needed number of
bottles. At the end of the month the
household would receive a bill. It wasn’t
necessary for the consumer to track the
number of bottles used, - the bill was al-
ways correct.

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“WHY THE PINS?” YOU ASK

While looking for a good way to promote a new club program,
Don Garner, a member of the Rotary Club of Chicago, decided to
try a well-tested tactic to do the obvious: hand out lapel pins with
the program’s logo. “You know Rotarians and their pins,” he says.

Rotarians do seem to have pins for everything. But why?
The first lapel pin in Rotary history was created in 1909 for the

Rotary Club of New York. It wasn’t given to every member, though:
Only the club’s president, Bradford Bullock, wore the first pin. After
Bullock left office in 1911, the pin changed forms a few times. To-
day, it depicts the official Rotary emblem.

Now all Rotarians are encouraged to wear pins, if not for the
specific program or club, at least for Rotary in general to show
pride and membership.

But exclusive pins are still around, such as those given to Paul
Harris Fellows or handed down in individual clubs.

Pins also have been popular fundraising tools, as the Rotary
Club of Orange, CA knows well. In 1969, the club president began
fining people who didn’t wear their pins to meetings – a practice
that continues today. The money goes into the club’s general fund.

The pins provide some of the best publicity in the world for Ro-
tary, especially when notable people wear them, says Randy Strong,
a member of the Rotary Club of Westlake Village Sunrise, CA and
owner of a nonprofit marketing firm. According to Strong, “There
are a lot of good organizations, but from the standpoint of publicity,
if there’s someone famous wearing the pin, that strengthens the
image.”

So, wear your Rotary pins!
